The EASTER Triduum [which means ‘three days’], lasting from Holy Thursday 
evening to Easter Sunday evening, is the climax of the Church’s year. 

The story of the Passion, Death and Resurrection of Jesus were the earliest 
stories told and later recorded by the early Church.  The commemoration of 
the events of the Triduum is the earliest of Church celebrations when the first 
Christians gathered to break bread together. 

Good Friday and Easter Saturday are the only days of the year on which Mass
