DID YOU KNOW? 
Pentecost was originally a Jewish harvest festival which was celebrated fifty days 
after the Passover.  It was for this festival that so many pilgrims were present in 
Jerusalem on the day when the Spirit was manifested in the lives of the disciples. 
The Christian feast of Pentecost is fifty days after Easter and is the culmination of 
the Lent-Easter-Pentecost cycle. 
The Church teaches that the Holy Spirit brings both gifts and fruits to the faithful. 
The seven gifts are: wisdom, understanding, counsel [right judgement], fortitude 
[courage] knowledge, piety [reverence] and fear [awe] of the Lord.  The twelve 
fruits are: charity [love], joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, generosity, 
faithfulness, modesty, self-control and chastity.
